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Autobiographical Poem
Writing allows us to reflect back on what we have experienced; it allows us to analyze what has happened; and it allows us to record our most cherished memories.  This assignment has three purposes: the first, to get you to reflect on the lessons you have learned in your life; the second, to get you to see the value and importance in your experiences; and the third, to get you to appreciate poetry. 
For this assignment, write a poem about a time when life (or the people in your life) taught you a lesson; or write a poem about an unforgettable moment or tradition you shared with a special person.  
Style and Content Requirements

· You are the speaker in the poem (You may use the pronoun “I”)

· Establish a context (a scene or a moment in time)
· Start the story as late as possible
· Use specific nouns and vivid verbs 

· Use imagery (words that create pictures in the mind)

· Effectively utilize one of the following figures of speech:

1. simile

2. metaphor

3. personification

*You are welcome to use a figure more than once and/ or use more than one figure from the list above.

Length and Form Requirements
· The poem must be a minimum of fifteen (15) lines
· Write one long stanza or break the poem into multiple stanzas

· Write in free verse
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Other Styles to Consider (Not required)

· Onomatopoeia 

· Rhyme (internal and external)

· Meter
